As president of ABC News, David Westin oversees

all editorial and business aspects of the News Division.
This includes all ABC News programs on the ABC

Mr. Westin has led ABC News since 1997. In that
time, ABC News aired more than 40 documentaries,
including many by Peter Jennings, Diane Sawyer, and
Barbara Walters.

Ms. Dalglish was awarded the Wells Memorial Key, the highest honor bestowed
by the Society of Professional Journalists, in 1995. A year later, she became a
charter inductee of the National Freedom of Information Act Hall of Fame in
Washington, D.C. Ms. Dalglish holds a juris doctor degree from Vanderbilt
University Law School; a master of studies in law degree from Yale Law School;
and a B.A. in journalism from the University of North Dakota.

Rick Boucher

Congressman Rick Boucher is serving his 14th term
in the U.S. House of Representatives, representing
the Ninth Congressional District of Virginia.

Rep. Boucher is a member of the House Energy and
Commerce Committee, and chairs its Subcommittee
on Communications, Technology and the Internet.

He also serves on its Subcommittee on Energy and
Environment. In addition, Rep. Boucher is a

member of the House Judiciary Committee and its
Subcommittee on Courts, the Internet and Intellectual
Property. He has been a leader in the effort to pass a federal “shield law”
for reporters.

Rep. Boucher originated the House Internet Caucus in 1996 and currently
serves as one of two House co-chairmen of this group, numbering more than
180 members. In this position he is a leading architect of federal policy for
information technology and the Internet. In 1992, Rep. Boucher authored the
law that allowed the first commercial traffic on the Internet. His proposals to
promote competition in the cable and local telephone industries are at the core
of the Telecommunications Act of 1996.

Rep. Boucher’s “Showcasing Southwest Virginia” program has brought more than
4,800 technology-related jobs to his congressional district in recent years.

A native of Abingdon, Va., Rep. Boucher earned his bachelor’s degree from
Roanoke College and his law degree from the University of Virginia Law School.
He has practiced law on Wall Street and in Virginia. Prior to his election to
Congress, Rep. Boucher served for seven years as a member of the Virginia
State Senate.
